In 1990, the State adopted a fee pursuant to AB 3158 for the review of environmental documentation by the
State Department of Fish and Game. Subsequently, in 1991, the fees were challenged. Then, in June 1995, the
Department of Fish and Game instructed the jurisdictions to stop collecting fees. Following a great deal of
court action and in a memorandum dated February 26, 1996, the State Clearinghouse, Office of Planning and
Research, stated that the fees must again be collected.

On September 29, 2006, Senate Bill 1535 was passed increasing the amounts of filing fees collected by the
Department, and requires the Department to adjust the fees annually pursuant to Fish and Game Code Section
713.

As of January 1, 2020, State law requires all applicants who have a Notice of Determination filed for a Negative
Declaration to pay a $2,406.75 fee and those with a Notice of Determination for an Environmental Impact
Report to pay a $3,343.25 fee. Both types must pay an additional $50.00 administrative fee making the total
fees $2,456.75 and $3,393.25 respectively. Applicants whose projects require the filing of a Notice of
Exemption will need to pay a $50.00 administrative fee. The City will notify each applicant which of the fees
must be paid.

PLEASE NOTE: Effective January 1, 2008, the fee exemption for projects determined to have a De Minimis
Impact Finding has been eliminated. (Section 711.4 Fish and Game Code).

The Fish and Game filing fee must be paid prior to the filing of the Notice of Determination with the County
Clerk. Since the CEQA law requires a Notice of Determination to be filed with the County within 5 days of an
action by the City, all applicants must remit to the City the necessary fee amount no later than the day of the

final scheduled public hearing for the proposed project.

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MITIGATION FOR AIR QUALITY IMPACTS

The US Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and the California Air Resources Board (CARB) have established
air quality standards, referred to as the National Ambient Air Quality Standards (NAAQS) and the State
Ambient Air Quality Standards (SAAQS) respectively. The federal Clean Air Act and State Clean Air Act both
require that areas in violation of the ambient air quality standards adopt strategies to attain these standards.
The Placer County Air Pollution Control District (APCD) has primary responsibility for planning and
maintenance and/or attainment of air quality standards within Placer County. California is divided into 15 air
basins for the purpose of monitoring air quality. Placer County is included in the Sacramento Valley Air Basin.
Areas may be classified as attainment, non-attainment, or unclassified with regard to the adopted standards.
The unclassified designation is assigned in cases where monitoring data is insufficient to make a definitive
determination. Under the federal standards, all of Placer County, including Rocklin, is designated as non-
attainment for ozone. All other pollutants are designated unclassified in Rocklin. Under the state standards,
South Placer, including Rocklin, is designated as non attainment for ozone and PM10 and unclassified for
hydrogen sulfide and visibility reducing particulate.

The project would have the following short-term construction impacts, if not mitigated:

a. Construction activities, including grading, would generate a variety of pollutants, the most significant of
which would be dust (PM10). This would exacerbate the existing PM10 non attainment condition if not
mitigated.

b. Construction equipment would produce short-term combustion emissions, and asphalt materials used for
streets and driveways would produce pollutants during curing.

The mitigation measures listed below will reduce the short term impacts to less-than-significant. In the long-
term, vehicle trips to and from the project site would generate Carbon Monoxide and ozone precursor
emissions, thereby contributing to the non-attainment status of the local air basin. These incremental and
cumulative adverse air quality impacts cannot be completely mitigated. However, these impacts were
anticipated by the City of Rocklin General Plan, and were addressed through the 1991 Rocklin General Plan EIR
and the North Rocklin Circulation and Traffic Study. Findings of overriding significance were adopted for the
unmitigatable and unavoidable significant air quality impacts.

3. Traffic speeds on all unpaved road surfaces shall be posted at 25 m.p.h. or less.

4. All grading operations shall be suspended when wind speeds exceed 25 m.p.h.

5. Ali trucks leaving the site shall be washed off to eliminate dust and debris.

6. All construction equipment shall be maintained in clean condition.

7. All exposed surfaces shall be revegetated as quickly as feasible.

8. If fill dirt is brought to the construction site, tarps or soil stabilizers shall be placed on the dirt -piles to
minimize dust problems.

9. Apply water or dust palliatives on all exposed earth surfaces as necessary to control dust. Construction
contracts shall include dust control treatment as frequently as necessary to minimize dust.

10. Construction equipment shall be properly maintained and tuned.
