1 EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

A Phase | Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) was conducted for the property located at the
southeast corner of Rocklin Road and Sierra College Boulevard in Rocklin, Placer County,
California (subject property). The property consists of approximately 10 acres of land situated on
Assessor’s Parcel Numbers (APNs) 045-161-014, 045-161-015 and 045-161-016 (Figures 1 and
2). The subject property is currently undeveloped.

The findings of this investigation are based on a review of historical source information, a search
of regulatory agency databases within specified distances, review of available local agency
records, interviews, and a site reconnaissance.

Information gathered for this report indicated the following:

e The subject property has been primarily undeveloped. Sometime between 1957 and 1966
a small structure was present northwest on the subject property and sometime between
1972 and 1984 the small structure was no longer present on the subject property. The
subject property is currently undeveloped,;

e Adjacent and nearby properties have included undeveloped land, residential housing, a
college and a shopping center;

e A natural gas pipeline operated by Pacific Gas & Electric Company runs along the
norther border of the site; and

e Based on the documents reviewed, site inspection, and brief visual observation of
neighboring properties, it is unlikely that adjacent or nearby properties have impacted the
environmental conditions at the subject property.

Dudek performed this Phase | ESA of the subject property in conformance with the scope
and limitations of ASTM Practice E1527-13. This report summarizes the research and
findings of the Phase | ESA. This assessment revealed no evidence of RECs in connection
with the subject property.
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2 INTRODUCTION

This Phase | ESA was performed according to the guidelines stipulated in the American
Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM) Standard E1527-13, “Standard Practice for
Environmental Site Assessments: Phase | Environmental Site Assessment Process.” This
Phase | ESA was conducted as part of environmental due diligence for development of
residences on the subject property.

21 Assessment Procedure and Scope of Investigation

Phase | ESAs assist in identifying past and present land use, including identification of possible
releases or disposal of manufacturing or other wastes if such information is contained within
regulatory reports or files, and/or is currently visible onsite. The assessment reviews local,
county, state, and U.S. Environmental Protection Agency lists of known or potentially hazardous
waste sites, landfills, and sites currently under investigation for environmental violations that
may be of concern to a site.

The scope of this environmental investigation consisted of (1) a reconnaissance of the subject
property; (2) a search of regulatory agency records; (3) review of available historical aerial
photographs, topographic maps, Sanborn fire insurance maps, City Directory listings, and
building department records; (4) interview of a representative of the property owner; and (5)
preparation of this Phase | ESA report detailing the findings of the investigation.

These activities were conducted to identify recognized environmental conditions. The term
“recognized environmental condition” means the presence or likely presence of any hazardous
substances or petroleum products on the subject property under conditions that indicate an
existing release, a past release, or a material threat of a release into the ground, groundwater, or
surface water.

The term “controlled recognized environmental condition” (controlled REC) is an environmental
condition that would have been considered a recognized environmental condition in the past, but
which has been remediated and received risk-based closure by a regulatory agency (i.e., no
further action letter) where residual contamination remains in place. Furthermore, “controlled
REC” is used if the property is subject to a control or use restriction (i.e., property use
restrictions, activity and use limitations, institutional controls, or engineering controls) due to
residual onsite contamination.

The term “historical recognized environmental condition” (historical REC) is an environmental
condition that would have been considered a recognized environmental condition in the past,
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but which has been remediated and received unrestricted residential use closure by the
regulatory agency. Therefore, no controls or use restrictions have been applied to the property.

The term “recognized environmental condition” is not intended to include de minimus
conditions. De minimus conditions are conditions that generally do not present a material risk of
harm to public health or the environment and would not be the subject of an enforcement action
if brought to the attention of governmental agencies.

2.2 Qualifications of Environmental Professionals

This Phase | ESA was prepared by Keith Blackmon, geologist; and Glenna McMahon,
professional engineer. Qualifications for Mr. Blackmon and Ms. McMahon are presented in
Appendix A.

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3 SITE LOCATION

The subject property consists of approximately 10 acres of land located at the southeast corner of
Rocklin Road and Sierra College Boulevard in Rocklin, Placer County, California. APNs 045-
161-014, 045-161-015 and 045-161-016 comprise the subject property (Figure 2). The subject
property is currently undeveloped. The subject property is bordered by Sierra College Boulevard
to the west followed by a shopping center, Rocklin Road to the north followed by vacant land,
Sierra College to the northwest, Rocklin Manor (residences) to the east, Water Lily Lane to the
south and residential properties to the south and west.
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4 ENVIRONMENTAL SETTING

The subject property is located west of the Sierra Nevada Mountain range, northwest of Folsom
Lake. The geologic setting in the general area is primarily comprised of Mesozoic era granitic
intrusive rocks.

General topographic information for the subject property and the surrounding area was obtained
from a review of topographic maps, from the Environmental Data Resources (EDR) report
(Appendix B), and from a site visit. The topography of the subject property is relatively flat with
a gradual overall west-southwest slope, towards Sierra College Boulevard. The elevation of the
subject property is approximately 350 feet above mean sea level.

No subsurface geologic investigations were performed as part of this Phase | ESA. According to
the U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) Natural Cooperative Soil Survey (NCSS), the
subject property is mapped as underlain by Andregg family coarse sandy loam. The Andregg
family is described as soils having moderate infiltration rates with deep and moderately deep,
moderately well and well drained soils with moderately coarse textures.

Based on sources searched by EDR, five water wells were mapped within 1 mile of the subject
property. One of the five wells was listed as an active raw well; no other well information was
available for this location. Four of the five wells were listed as being a part of the USGS
California Water Science Center and are discussed below.

The depth to groundwater in one well located 1/8 to 1/4 mile south-southwest of the subject property
at a lower elevation was reportedly 2.91 feet below ground surface (bgs) in 1982. The depth to
groundwater in two wells located 1/2 to 1 mile, southwest and west-southwest of the subject property
at a lower elevation was reportedly 6.93 feet bgs in 1982 and 5.53 feet bgs in 1982, respectively. One
well located %2 to 1 mile east-northeast of the subject property at a higher elevation had no
groundwater level data available. According to GeoTracker, the groundwater flow direction at a site
located approximately 1 mile west of the subject property was to the southeast in 20009.

The California Division of Oil, Gas, and Geothermal Resources online database was
reviewed for wells on/near the subject property. According to this database, which shows all
known oil and gas wells in the state, no oil, gas, or geothermal wells are/were located on the
subject property or within a 5-mile radius of the subject property.

The National Pipeline Mapping System online database was reviewed for pipelines on/near
the subject property. According to this database, which shows all known gas transmission
pipelines and hazardous liquid pipelines, one gas transmission pipeline was located on the
northern boundary of the subject property; the pipeline runs along Rocklin Road. It
reportedly contains natural gas and is managed my Pacific Gas & Electric Company.

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5 INTERVIEWS
5.1 Site Representative Interview

Sid Paul, owner representative of the subject property, completed a Property Background
Information Questionnaire for the subject property (Appendix C). Below is a summary of
his responses.

Mr. Paul stated that the subject property has been vacant for the past several years.

Mr. Paul stated a previous environmental assessment was conducted at the subject property by
GRS Group on October 11, 2013 (the previous assessment is discussed in Section 9.1.)

Mr. Paul stated that a notice of intent/general permit to discharge storm water (WDID No.
5S31C373490) was obtained for the property.

Mr. Paul stated an affiliated entity owns the multifamily property known as Rocklin Manor
Apartments. Rocklin Manor Apartments borders the eastern boundary of the subject property.

5.2 User-Provided Information

In accordance with ASTM Standard E 1527-13, to qualify for one of the Landowner Liability
Protections offered by the Small Business Liability Relief and Brownfields Revitalization Act of
2001, the user must provide the following information (if available) to the environmental
professional. Dudek sent the following questions to Sid Paul, owner representative, and received
the following responses:

1. Question: Are you aware of any environmental cleanup liens against the property that are
filed or recorded under federal, tribal, state, or local law?

Response: No.

2. Question: Are you aware of any activity and land use limitations, such as engineering
controls, land use restrictions, or institutional controls that are in place at the site and/or
have been filed or recorded in a registry under federal, tribal, state, or local law?

Response: No.

3. Question: As the user of this ESA, do you have any specialized knowledge or experience
related to the property or nearby properties? For example, are you involved in the same
line of business as the current or former occupants of the property or an adjoining
property so that you would have specialized knowledge of the chemicals and processes
used by this type of business?

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Response: An affiliated entity owns the multifamily property known as Rocklin Manor
Apartments, adjacent to the subject.

4. Question: Does the purchase price being paid for this property reasonably reflect the fair
market value of the property?

5.3 Agency Interviews
5.3.1 Placer County Environmental Health — Hazardous Materials Division

Dudek contacted the Placer County Environmental Health Department Hazardous Materials
Division, which acts as the county’s Certified Unified Program Agency (CUPA), to obtain
information about potential spills, tanks, or chemical use on the subject property. The CUPA
responded in an email dated November 25, 2015 that no records exist for the subject property
(Appendix D).

5.3.2 Central Valley Regional Water Quality Control Board

Dudek contacted the Central Valley Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) to obtain
records of spills, tanks, or other releases that may have impacted the environmental conditions on
the subject property. As of the date of this report, the RWQCB has not responded to the request
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for records. Dudek did look up the subject property on GeoTracker, the RWQCB’s online
database; no records were found for the subject property.

5.3.3 City of Rocklin Building Division

Dudek contacted the City of Rocklin Building Division to obtain records about building permits
and code violations for the subject property. A permit search was conducted on the City of
Rocklin’s website, on November 30, 2015. The search results showed that several permits were
applied for in 2007 for constructing a building on APN 045-161-016, but none were ever
approved. In October 9, 2014 a sign for a gas station was approved on APN 045-161-016.

Dudek contacted the City of Rocklin Department of Public Works (DPW) to obtain records
about permits that may be available for the subject property. As of the date of this report, the
DPW has not responded to the request for records.
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6 SITE RECONNAISSANCE

A site reconnaissance of the subject property was conducted on November 7, 2015, by Keith
Blackmon of Dudek. The site reconnaissance consisted of walking the subject property,
recording observations, and taking photographs. Photographs are presented in Appendix E.

The subject property is currently vacant, undeveloped land moderately covered with various trees
and other plants (Photograph 1). Tags were attached to the majority of the trees on the subject
property (Photograph 2).

The subject property is accessed via two breaks in the chain link fence. One break is located at the
southeast end of the subject property while the other break in the chain link fence is located at the
northwest end along Rocklin Road (Photographs 3 and 4). The subject property is bound to the
south by Water Lily Lane and a cinder block wall then residential properties (Photographs 5 and
6). The subject property is bounded to the east by Rocklin Manor Drive followed by an apartment
complex (Photograph 7). The subject property is bound to the north by Rocklin Road followed by a
vacant lot (Photograph 8). The subject property is bounded to the west by Sierra College
Boulevard followed by Granite Creek Apartments and a shopping center (Photograph 9).

The subject property slopes toward the west-southwest, toward Sierra College Boulevard. The
subject property consists of northeast-southwest undulating terrain in the northern portion of the
subject property with one wash located near the center of the subject property. This wash
appeared to run along the center of the subject property to the western boundary of the subject
property, towards Sierra College Boulevard. (Photograph 10). The highest point appears to be
near the center of the property.

Orange flags marked “Buried Cables” indicate the presence of buried cables that run along the
north boundary. PG&E underground electrical is present along the western boundary
(Photographs 11 and 12).

One sewer manhole and one drainage manhole were observed along the southeastern boundary of the
subject property (Photograph 13). The sewer and drainage lines were marked out with green and blue
flags and ran along the southern boundary, east to west (Photographs 14 and 15).

One culvert outlet was observed along the western boundary of the subject property, located
under the fence line and extending under Sierra College Boulevard (Photograph 10).

A small section of the subject property near the eastern boundary towards the south appears to
have been used for target practice. Several shot-up beer cans were observed in the trees
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(Photograph 16). Also, several plates were observed in the trees and were broken from being
used for target practice (Photograph 17). This area was approximately 15* x 15°.

Wetlands and Natural Waterways

A dry wash was observed on the subject property. The dry wash ran along the center of the
subject property from northeast to the west-southwest boundary of the subject property
(Photograph 10).

Surface Water Discharge

Surface water on the subject property would drain toward the west-southwest toward Sierra
College Boulevard.

Distressed Vegetation

No distressed vegetation was observed on the subject property.

Indications of Solid Debris Storage

No indications of solid debris storage were observed on the subject property.

Chemical Storage or Use

Chemical use or storage was not observed on the subject property.

Unnaturally Colored Water

No unnaturally discolored pools or flowing water were observed on the subject property.
Groundwater Wells, Cisterns, Cesspools, or Septic Tanks

No groundwater wells, cisterns, cesspools, or septic tanks were observed on the subject property.
Sumps or Ponds

No sumps were observed on the subject property.

Transformers

No transformers were observed on the subject property.
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Abnormal Odor

No abnormal odors were noted on the subject property.

Soil Disturbances

A few animal burrows were observed on the subject property.
Storage Tanks

No evidence of aboveground or underground storage tanks were observed on the subject
property during the site reconnaissance.
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7 REVIEW OF HISTORICAL AERIAL PHOTOGRAPHS

Dudek reviewed historical aerial photographs from EDR for 1938, 1952, 1957, 1966, 1972,
1984, 1993, 1999, 2005, 2009, 2010, 2012 (Appendix F). The photographs provided background
information to assess the possibility of past activities that could present environmental concerns.

The aerial photographs are described in the following table:

Date

Description

1938

The subject property appears to be undeveloped land with a north-south trending dirt road along the western
half of the subject property. Numerous trees are present on the subject property with a large grassy area
towards the southeast. Rocklin Road appears to be paved and borders the northern boundary of the subject
property. Sierra College Boulevard appears to be paved and is visible northeast of the subject property. The
surrounding properties directly west, east and south appear to also be undeveloped land with trees and
grassy areas. Further to the west, southwest, and north appears to be agricultural land. Several small
structures are present west of the subject property.

1952

A dirt path appears to cut through the southeast portion of the subject property. A northeast-southwest
trending dirt path is visible on the northeastern portion of the subject property. A clearing of trees is visible in
the northwest portion of the subject property. A large section of land northwest of the subject property no
longer appears to be agricultural land.

1957

The dirt path in the northeastern portion of the subject property is no longer visible. The surrounding
properties appear to be similar to the 1952 photograph.

1966

A small structure is visible in the northwest portion of the subject property. Sierra College Boulevard now
intersects Rocklin Road and borders the western boundary of the subject property. Several buildings, a
baseball diamond, and a track and field, which make up Sierra College, are visible northwest of the subject
property. Several small buildings are visible directly north of the subject property where agricultural land used
to be present. More buildings are visible west of the subject property.

1972

The dirt path in the southeastern portion of the subject property is no longer visible. The surrounding
properties appear to be similar to the 1966 photograph.

1984

The small structure that was present in the northwest portion of the subject property is no longer visible. A
parking lot is visible northwest of the subject property south of the baseball diamond.

1993

An east-west trending dirt road is visible along the southern boundary and cutting through a small portion of
the subject property. A shopping center is visible west of the subject property on the southwest corner of
Rocklin Road and Sierra Boulevard. An apartment complex is located directly east of the subject property.
Residential housing is present southwest of the subject property, on the western side of Sierra Boulevard.

1999

The subject property appears to be similar to the 1993 photograph. A housing development is present west of
the shopping center. A housing development is being constructed south of the subject property.

2005

The subject property appears to be similar to the 1999 photograph. A housing development is being
constructed directly south of the subject property. Residential housing is present west of the subject property
along the western side of Sierra Boulevard. The track and field is no longer visible northwest of the subject
property; it appears to be graded land.

2009

The east-west trending dirt road is now a paved road and connects to a housing development directly south of
the subject property. A football field and parking lot have been completed northwest of the subject property.

2010 and 2012

The subject property and surrounding properties appear to be similar to the 2009 photograph.
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8 REVIEW OF HISTORICAL TOPOGRAPHIC MAPS

Dudek reviewed historical topographic maps from 1891, 1892, 1893, 1944, 1954, 1967, 1981,
and 2012 (Appendix G). The topographic maps are a historical source that can be used to
document the prior use of the subject property and surrounding area.

The topographic maps are described in the following table:

This coarse-scale topographic map indicates that the subject property is located in
Rocklin and southeast of a railroad. Secret Ravine appears to be north and south of the
subject property; the ravine runs from northeast to southwest. Rocklin Road appears to
be a maintained road.

1892 and 1893

1:125,000

The subject property and surrounding properties appear to be similar to the 1891
topographic map.

1944

1: 62,500

Sierra College Boulevard appears to be paved and is visible northwest of the subject
property trending north-south and connecting to Rocklin Road. Three dirt roads appear to
be branching off of Rocklin Road west of the subject property. A few structures are
present along those dirt roads west of the subject property.

1954

1:24,000

A northeast-southwest trending dirt road is visible cuts through the subject property.
Agricultural land is present north and northeast of the subject property. Two of the dirt
roads branching off of Rocklin Road are now paved. Agricultural land is present
southwest of the subject property.

1967

1:24,000

The northeast-southwest trending dirt road is no longer visible on the subject property.
Sierra College Boulevard intersects Rocklin Road and borders the subject property to the
west. Sierra College campus has been constructed northwest of the subject property. A
sewage disposal pond is visible %2 to 1 mile west of the subject property. Highway 80 is
visible approximately 1 mile west of the subject property.

1981

1:24,000

The subject property appears to be similar to the 1967 topographic map. Agricultural land
north of the subject property is no longer visible.

2012

1:24,000

Several more roads have been developed around the subject property. Water Lily Lane,
an east-west trending paved road, is visible along the southern boundary and cutting
through a small portion of the subject property.
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9 SITE HISTORY

Based on review of the historical aerial photographs and topographic maps, agency records, and
the site representative interview, the subject property has been primarily undeveloped. A small
structure existed in the northwestern portion of the subject property sometime between the early
to mid-1960’s and early to late 1970’s. The subject property is currently undeveloped.

Adjacent properties have consisted of undeveloped land, residential housing, and roadways.

Historical Sanborn fire insurance maps were requested from EDR. Sanborn maps provide
information regarding the historical uses of the subject property and surrounding properties.
Sanborn maps typically exist for cities with populations of 2,000 or more; the coverage is
dependent on the location of the subject site within the city limits. The Sanborn Map Report lists
the subject property as an unmapped property; no additional information was included in the
report (Appendix H).

City Directory listings were requested from EDR (Appendix I). No listings matching the physical
address were identified for the subject property.

9.1 Previous Investigations

A previous ESA Phase | has been conducted on the subject property by GRS group on October
11, 2013.

GRS concluded no REC’s were identified as a result of onsite and off-site activities or conditions.
9.2 Vapor Encroachment Screening

A vapor encroachment screen report was prepared using EDR’s vapor encroachment worksheet
(Appendix J). A “Tier I” Vapor Encroachment Screening (VES) was performed for the Site in
accordance with ASTM E 2600-10 “Standard Guide for Vapor Encroachment Screening on
Property Involved in Real Estate Transactions.” The Tier I VES was performed to evaluate
whether there is a potential for vapors originating from contaminated soil and/or groundwater to
occur in the subsurface below the existing and potential future on-site structures. For sites where
a vapor encroachment condition (VEC) could not be ruled out but where reports of site sampling
were available, those reports were used to evaluate the site (Tier 2 screening).

The EDR vapor encroachment worksheet evaluated types of soils, geology, and hydrology as
well as listed contaminated sites as identified in Federal, State, and local databases. The
following table presents a summary of the VEC findings:

Based on this screening, VEC can be ruled out for the subject property (Appendix J).
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10 PUBLIC AGENCY RECORDS SEARCH REVIEW

A regulatory database search gives a listing of sites within a 1-mile radius of the subject property
(“target property” is the term used by EDR) that are known to be chemical handlers, hazardous
waste generators, or polluters. Information in these listings includes the location of the site
relative to the property, sources of pollution, and the status of the site. The search performed for
this ESA was conducted in November 2015 by EDR. The database search report is included in

Appendix B.

The subject property was not listed in any of the regulatory databases searched by EDR.

Three sites, one with duplicate entries, were identified in the database search. The following
sections list the databases that were searched and search distances from the subject property.

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The subject property was not listed in state or local regulatory database records. Three unique
sites within the specified search areas were identified in the EDR report. The three sites are
discussed below.

Stonebrook Estates, located <1/8 mile west of the subject property, is listed in the
ENVIROSTOR database. Stonebrook Estates received a letter regarding analytical results from
soil testing and removal prior to subdivision development of the site. Results presented in a
March 1990 letter indicated that soil in the area of an old barn that had previously tested positive
for dichlorodiphenytrichloroethane (DDT) and other pesticides had been removed. Based on the
nature of pesticides (not mobile) it is unlikely that this site has impacted the environmental
conditions at the subject property.

5060 Rocklin Road, located in the adjacent shopping center, approximately 130 feet west of the
subject property, is listed in the EDR US Hist Cleaners database. This database indicates that a
dry cleaner used to operate at this site. Fast Cleaners operated on site from 2002-2003, and Valis
Alterations & Cleaners operated on site from 2010-2012. This site is currently occupied by
Zaytoon Market. As there is no known release at this site, it is unlikely that this site has impacted
the environmental conditions at the subject property.

Sierra Community College, located 1/8 to 1/4 miles northwest of the subject property, is listed in
ten different databases. Nine of the ten databases are not indicative of releases. Sierra
Community College is also listed in the LUST database. A release of waste oil to the soil was
discovered in 1988. A no further action letter was received in 1996. Due to the affected medium
only being soil; it is unlikely that this site has impacted the environmental conditions at the
subject property.

10.3 EDR Proprietary Historical Databases
The Site was not listed in the EDR proprietary databases searched.
10.4 Unmapped Sites

Unmapped sites are flagged by EDR but not mapped due to insufficient address information.
They are usually included in the database search report because they are in the same zip code as
the subject property. Three unmapped sites were listed in the EDR report. All three sites were
located over 2 miles from the subject property, and are therefore unlikely to have impacted the
environmental conditions at the subject property.
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11 POTENTIAL HAZARDS AND ENVIRONMENTAL CONCERNS

Information regarding the following potential sources of hazards and hazardous material releases
was obtained from the interview, site reconnaissance, and review of regulatory agency records.

Agricultural Use

Based on a review of historical aerial photographs, the subject property has not been used
for agriculture.

Off-Site Sources

Based on the review of regulatory agency records, it is unlikely that off-site sources have
impacted the environmental conditions of the subject property.

Residential Use

Based on a review of historical aerial photographs and site reconnaissance, the subject property
was unlikely used for residential purposes from 1938 to the date of this report. The subject
property is currently vacant, undeveloped land.

PCB Items

No transformers were observed on the subject property.
Fill Material

No fill material was observed on the subject property.
Debris

Small amounts of debris in the form of bottles, signs, and plates were observed at various
locations on the subject property.

Tanks

No evidence of aboveground or underground storage tanks was observed on the subject property
during the site reconnaissance.
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Radon

The EDR report presents radon test results for the vicinity of the subject property. Nine sites
within zip code 95677 for Rocklin were evaluated. The radon concentrations at each of the nine
sites were below 4 pico curies per liter (pCi/L), with an average of 0.567 pCi/L. The Federal
EPA Radon Zone for Placer County is 2, which corresponds with indoor average radon levels of
> 2 pCi/L and < 4 pCi/L. Therefore, radon does not appear to be an issue for this area.
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12 CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The subject property is undeveloped land. Adjacent and nearby properties have included
undeveloped land, residential housing, a shopping center, and a college. Based on the records
reviewed and visual observations of surrounding properties, it is unlikely that adjacent or
surrounding properties have impacted the environmental conditions at the subject property.
There is a natural gas transmission pipeline at the northern boundary of the subject property.
Appropriate precautions should be taken prior to construction in this area.
