It is the dog days
of summer and
we survived a bit
better than other
parts of this State
during the recent
record-breaking
heat wave. State-
wide more than 120 people suc-
cumbed to the heat during the 11-
day cooker. As public safety offi-
cials we respond to traumatic sud-
den events that wreak havoc and
take lives. This most recent heat
event alone cost more lives than all
of the recent California fires, floods
and earthquakes. However, those
lives were taken by a slow quiet
killer.

Recently, | was asked to represent
California Police Chiefs Association
on the Governors Excessive Heat
Event Task Force. This group has
been looking at ways we can better
prepare and respond to heat
events. Of course, there are no
flames, buildings falling or explo-
sions to deal with, but there are
definite, positive steps communities
can take to have better outcomes.

Here in Placer County, we had rela-
tively few heat related casualties.
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We were fortunate that the power
stayed on. Extreme heat can be a
non-event if you ride it out in air
conditioning. However, a loss of
power can change a hot day into
a full-blown emergency.

The City is identifying buildings
that can serve as cooling centers
and transportation to those sites
if another event should occur in
the short-term. The Governor’s
task force and California OES is
developing Heat Response Proto-
cols for State and local agencies
for both interim and long-term.
We have begun working with our
Fire Chief, Bill Mikesell, to update
our Emergency Response Plan to
include these excessive heat
events.

What can you do as patrol officers
and field personnel in the mean-
time? Before an event, catalog
mentally where at-risk popula-
tions are in your beat. Remember
that the majority of heat victims
are elderly and the most severely
affected live alone in older, poorly
cooled residences. Be prepared
to check on these individuals
during an event. And most impor-
tantly, Stay Cool!
