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They say no job is done until the 
paperwork is finished. That 
statement is truer in law en-
forcement than almost any-
where. Here at Rocklin PD we 
can take a lot of pride in the 
value and sheer circulation of 
the paperwork we generate. 
Over the last twelve months, in 
addition to various other assign-
ments and calls handled, our 
officers and CSO’s wrote over 
5,300 police reports. More than 
1,500 of these reports docu-
mented the arrest of a suspect 
or suspects, nearly 400 were for 
traffic collisions and the remain-
ing 3,400 police reports were 
investigations of cold crimes and 
other incidents that needed 
investigation or documentation.

Patrol officers in Rocklin typically 
follow up on their own investiga-
tions and some are routed to 
detectives for more follow up 
often leading to a solved crime, 
the arrest of a suspect and the 
interruption of a criminal enter-
prise. 

In the criminal justice system, 
we are responsible for the im-
partial reporting of facts and the 
collection of evidence. Our ar-
rest and crime reports have to 
be clear & thorough enough to 
withstand the scrutiny of our 
own internal reviews, the District 
Attorney, a judge, a jury and 
even a clever defense attorney, 
often with months to prepare his 
or her case. Even our traffic 
collision reports take a wide and 

long journey as they are read 
and used by involved parties, Cal 
Trans, the CHP, civil attorneys, 
traffic engineers, risk managers, 
insurance companies and many 
others. Sometimes these reports 
are the basis for significant civil 
settlements. 

In Rocklin, we differ from many 
other law enforcement agencies 
in our approach to police re-
ports. Rather than taking reports 
for “documentation”, we con-
duct investigations. This leads to 
more apprehensions, less crime 
– Rocklin’s crime rate is the 
lowest in the Sacramento region 
- and a better quality of life for 
our community. Our police re-
ports are often praised by those 

who use them as being the best! 
We all take great pride in that 
reputation. You might say that 
our officers are experts at writ-
ing short stories. So, if you’ve 
ever dreamed of being a profes-
sional writer, guess what? You 
are one! Keep up the good work. 
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“Should I stay or should I go?!”  
Mr. and Mrs. Dettner contem-
plated that thought on October 
24th when Mrs. Dettner found 
herself in labor at home.  Rather 
than go to the hospital they 
chose to call 9-1-1 from their

tar heroin. The case resulted in 
two arrests and over 3 grams of 
heroin taken off the street. This 
case also closed down a drug 
location that was littered with 
over a hundred syringes many of 
them still containing heroin. This 
was another great case by these 
officers. 

 Thirdly, Officer Zach Lewis turned 
a tip on a subject with a warrant 
into the arrest of four suspects 
and the recovery of 6 grams of 
“meth” and various other pre-
scription pills taken off the 
streets. Again another dealer of 

drugs was taken off the 
streets and the drugs that 
would reach our community. 

  In closing, I would point out 
that these were all cases of 
good police work but it also 
proves that our community is 
not free from drug activity. As 
officers and citizens we have 
to realize that the problem 
does exist here and we have 
to be vigilant. Only through 
awareness can we hope to 
battle this problem that af-
fects society as a whole.
