In Celebration of the City of Rocklin’s 125th Birthday, the
Art Task Force created a project that honored Rocklin's
roots and looked to the City's future.

In the heart of Rocklin lives the Quarry District. This unique
district is generally defined as the “old part” of

Rocklin. According to the Sacramento Union, on March 28th,
1864 the Central Pacific’s first paid freight

was three mine cart loads of granite from Rocklin for a
building project in San Francisco. This became the

start of Rocklin’s granite being distributed to help build
many historical projects such as the State Capital

in 1871.

Artists were invited to transform fiber glass mining carts
into works of art that reflect what artists felt are important
to Rocklin’s past, present and future. We received over 25
entries, with some artists submitting more than one.

The Art Task Force presented the top nine designs to the
Parks & Recreation Commission on May 9th. Five artists
were selected and funded to create their works of art. The
remaining four designs will be created in 2019.

These creative Rocklin mining carts were unveiled in
September and will be displayed throughout the Quarry
District in 2019.
